(ANPG), Azule Energy and partners of Block 31 (Sonangol, Equinor and
Sinopec) delivered today to the Provincial Government of Huila and the
Provincial Directorate of Education of the same province, an educational
establishment, located in the Kwawa neighborhood, Municipality of
Lubango.

The Block 18 partners expect that close to 720 children can directly benefit
from the inauguration of this establishment, allowing for an increase in the
number of children with access to classes, decrease of travel distances to
attend classes, and a reduction in the illiteracy rate within the population.
