ANPG and Azule Energy Announce the Start Up of Ndungu full field, marking
another major milestone in the Agogo Integrated West Hub Development

LUANDA, Angola - 18 February 2026 - The National Agency for Petroleum, Gas
and Biofuels (ANPG) and Azule Energy announced on 18 February, the successful
achievement of Ndungu full field start-up with the first oil of 3 production wells.
This is another significant milestone within the broader Agogo Integrated West Hub
Project (IWH), reinforcing the company’s strategy to maximize the recovery from the
fields of the western area of the Block 15/06.

The Agogo IWH project, in the Block 15/06, operated by Azule Energy with a 36.84%
stake alongside partners Sonangol E&P (36.84%) and Sinopec International
(26.32%), is set to add substantial production to Angola's energy landscape. Located
approximately 10 kilometers from the NGOMA FPSO in a water depth of around 1.100
meters, the Ndungu Full Field comprises seven production wells and four injection
wells, with an expected production peak of 60,000 barrels of oil per day.

Ndungu full field start up is the result of a coordinated effort among all involved
parties enabling the parallel execution of activities across reservoir, drilling, project
and operation departments.

The Initial production will be processed via a tieback to the existing West Hub subsea
network and the NGOMA FPSO. This approach enables early production from Ndungu
ahead of its future transition to the new AGOGO FPSO. The attainment of Ndungu full
file production, just 6 months after Agogo FPSO first oil, not only underscores the
project's operational excellence but also establishes a new gold standard in delivering
deepwater oil and gas projects at record speed, whilst maintaining constant focus on
safety.

"This new achievement of Agogo Integrated West Hub Project further strengthens
our firm belief that we are making the right investment in the development and
valorization of Angola’s natural resources. It also reaffirms our commitment to
continue the cooperation with Operators to exploit any production opportunity and to
support the growth and empowerment of national human capital", declared the
Chairman of the Board of Directors of ANPG, Paulino Jerénimo.
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"With Ndungu full field now brought online, the Agogo Integrated West Hub continues
ramping toward its full production potential. Together, Agogo and Ndungu expect to
reach a peak output of approximately 175,000 barrels per day across the two fields,
demonstrating Azule Energy’s firm commitment to contribute to Angola's energy
future.” said Joseph Murphy, CEO of Azule Energy.

The phased integration of Agogo Integrated West Hub Project with Ndungu full field
producing first via NGOMA FPSO and, later via AGOGO FPSO will ensure sustained
long-term production from Block 15/06 and contribute meaningfully to Angola’s
national output, in line with the country’s strategic petroleum objectives.

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ANPG e Azule Energy anunciam o arranque do campo de desenvolvimento
integral do Ndungu, assinalando mais um marco estratégico
no Agogo Integrated West Hub

LUANDA, Angola - 18 de Fevereiro de 2026 - A Agéncia Nacional de Petréleo, Gas e
Biocombustiveis (ANPG) e a Azule Energy anunciam, esta Quarta-Feira, 18 de Fevereiro,
arranque bem sucedido, do desenvolvimento integral do campo Ndungu, com a entrada em
producdao dos seus primeiros trés pocgos. Este marco assinala mais um avango critico
no Desenvolvimento Integrado West Hub Agogo (IWH) reforcando a estratégia
conjunta de maximizar a recuperagao de recursos na area oeste do Bloco 15/06.

O projecto Agogo IWH, no Bloco 15/06, operado pela Azule Energy com uma participagao
de 36,84%, em parceria com Sonangol E&P (36,84%) e Sinopec International (26,32%),
ird acrescentar capacidade relevante ao portfdlio energético nacional. Situado a cerca de 10
km do FPSO Ngoma e a uma profundidade de agua de aproximadamente 1.100 metros, o
desenvolvimento completo Ndungu integra sete  pocos produtores e quatro
pogos injectores, com um potencial de atingir um pico de producao de 60.000 barris de
petrdleo por dia.

O arranque do Ndungu resulta de um esforco coordenado entre todas as equipas
envolvidas (reservatorios, perfuracdo, projectso e operagdes), permitindo uma execugao
paralela e eficiente das actividades criticas.

A producao inicial serd escoada através de um tieback para a infraestrutura submarina
existente do West Hub e para a FPSO Ngoma, garantindo o inicio antecipado da produgao
antes da migracao futura para o FPSO Agogo. Conseguir este marco apenas seis meses
ap6s o primeiro 6leo do FPSO Agogo demonstra a exceléncia operacional do projecto e
estabelece um novo referencial para a execugao célere e segura de projectos offshore em
aguas profundas.

O Presidente do Conselho de Administracdo da ANPG, Paulino Jerénimo,
destacou: “Este novo marco do Agogo Integrated West Hub reflecte claramente que
estamos a investir de forma eficiente no desenvolvimento e valorizagdo dos recursos
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naturais de Angola. Reforca ainda o nosso compromisso continuo em trabalhar lado a lado
com os Operadores para capturar cada oportunidade de producao e promover o crescimento
e capacitacao do capital humano nacional.”

O CEO da Azule Energy, Joseph Murphy, acrescentou:

“Com o desenvolvimento integral do Ndungu agora em operagdao, o Agogo Integrated West
Hub continua a progredir rumo ao seu pleno potencial. Em
conjunto, o Agogo e o Ndungu deverao atingir um pico combinado de cerca de 175.000
barris por dia, reforcando o compromisso firme da Azule Energy em contribuir para o
futuro energético de Angola.”

A integracdo faseada do Agogo IWH — com o Ndungu a produzir inicialmente via
FPSO Ngoma e, posteriormente, através do FPSO Agogo — garantird uma produgao
sustentada de longo prazo no Bloco 15/06, contribuindo de forma significativa para
0s objectivos estratégicos de Angola no sector petrolifero.
